It's helpful to remember 

• 5 April 2025 is a Saturday and CAA won't be processing applications on this date. 

• The realigned Civil Aviation Rules are now available on the CAA website. 

• Continue to prepare and submit your application as you normally would. The only 
change may be the Act you are applying under. 

• CAA needs adequate time to review your application. So, your application must still 
be submitted 90 working days, or the rule specified period, prior to your certificate’s 
expiry date.
